Hong Kong will be different from those in the mainland of China. It protects the rights,

freedoms and lifestyle of Hong Kong people until the year 2047. The Basic Law guarantees the
independence of Hong rKkmforgdgnsffaifsamtl defensa,giyes ldongd , ap
Kong people full responsibility to manage their own affairs. It allows Hong Kong complete

financial autonomy, and the independence of its monetary system. Perhaps most importantly,

it establishes Hong Kong aseparate international customs territory, enabling it to work

directly with the international community to control trade in strategic commodities, drugs,

illegal transshipments, and to protect intellectual property rights. Hong Kong remains a free

port, mantaining free trade practices.

Hong Kong and Macao are two special administrative regions of China with a high degree of
autonomy in all matters except foreign and defense affairs. Hong Kong and Macao have,
however, their own food laws and import contr@gimes that are totally different and
independent from China. While Hong Kong is in the process of perfecting its fish and seafood
import regulations, U.S. exporters are strongly recommended to provide export health
certificates for their fish and seafdashipments to Hong Kong for more efficient clearance at
customs. Macao already requires export health certificates from the country of origin. The
industry should also be aware that Hong Kong has specific requirements on content of heavy
metal, chemical ad drug residuals.

Home to populations of 7 million and 500,000 respectively, Hong Kong and Macao are good
markets for imported fish and seafood products due to both high demand and the relatively
small and diminishing local fishing industry. In 2008, dHkang and Macao imported a total
value of $2.8 billiohand $1.0 millioArespectively of fish and seafood products worldwide.

Hong Kong’'s Center for Food Safety, which ope
Environmental Hygiene Department (FEHD) isoasjble for implementing territorywide food

safety control policies and enforcing food related legislation. It encourages Hong Kong food
importers to obtain health certificates issued by health authorities of countries of origin, which

should accompany iports certifying the food product concerned is fit for human consumption.

The legislation empowers FEHD to take food samples at point of entry to Hong Kong for various
kinds of tests, including bacteriological examination and chemical analyses. FEHD, upon

request, will pay market prices of any food samples taken.

OVERVIEW

Hong Kong and Macao consumers are typically more adventuroudteonsumers with

respect to seafood tastes, making their propensity to experiment with new and unique seafood
products much greater. As a result, seafood products consumed in Hong Kong and Macao are
very much different fronUS For example, sea cucumber mead whelks are two

underutilized species idSthat are popular in Hong Kong. In addition, consumers' preference

for fresh and live fish and seafood products, and the use of dried products also add to the range
of fish and seafood products available lretmarket. It is, therefore, important fadSexporters

to work with Hong Kong fish and seafood traders to develop new fish and seafood export items
for Hong Kong and Macao.

Although Chinese suppliers have the advantage of close proximity to Hong KoiggKbitg

buyers are renowned for sourcing the best and highest value products from all over the world.
The increasing number of food safety incidences in China, Hong Kong and Macao (melamine,
mercury, oil fish, norovirus) also drive buyers to look for alative sources of supply that have

a better track record. Sustainable fishery is also another concept promoted by WWF Hong
Kong.

OPPORTUNITY

Hong Kong offers a trading environment with zero tawifisl zero taxes for seafood imports

Also, there ardew technical barriers to trade and a relatively transparent and open market
system. Hong Kong is also a major hub fosseling seafood throughout Asia. It also serves as
an important hub for mainland Chinese seafood exports to the rest of the world. Tjog ma
opportunity and threat for the Hong Kong seafood market lies in its relationship and proximity
to the Mainland.

Hong Kong is arguably the easiest market to enter in the region because of its regulatory
environment and stability, business skills, istracture and legal framework.

SEAFOOD INDUSTRY

Hong Kong and Macao consumers have relatively higher spending power compared to US or EU

Hong Kong and Macao's domestic fishing industry is extinguishing due to depleting harvests,
fewer young people entering the fishing industry, andreasing labour costs. Hong Kong and

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Macao are, however, among the most competitive fish and seafood markets in the world
because of a traditional love for seafood and the presence of a large number of seafood
importers and traders. The Hong Kong and Matish and seafood markets, though mature
markets, are highly fragmented with a complicated but highly efficient channel of distribution.
It is worth noting that the increasing demand for safer food through improved cold chain
management at all levels ¢fade, including the retail and food services, is reshaping the
industry. Those intermediaries who are unable or cannot afford to equip themselves to
preserve the integrity of their food products will be forced out of the markdts important for
UScompanies to partner with those companies who have the right logistics.

Hong Kong and Macao are free markets, without any tariffs, for fish and seafood products.
There is no restriction on food importation though Hong Kong has specific requirements on
heavymetal contents and chemical residue level. Buyers subsequently source the best value
products globally through visiting trade shows and making trade enquiries.

USsuppliers need to realize that they are constantly competing with suppliers from around the
world in to the Hong Kong and Macao market. Product displacement is common and buyer's
loyalty has to be established through efficient business communications and regular personal
contact. It is essential to provide sufficient marketing support to Hongykmrd Macao
agents/representatives to win market share.

Being a competitive market, Hong Kong is filled with countless varieties of fish and seafood. In
2008, Japan shared 15.0% of Hong Kong's seafood Mariétontinues to be the leader

because of itsigh value dried seafood products like dried abalone and scallop. Australia shared
11.4% of the market with its high value live seafood including crayfish, abalone and coral fish. It
was then followed by China with a share of 10.7% of the market that {acgehprised of a

lower value fish and seafood products including freshwater species. They were followed by US,
Indonesia, Norway and Canada with a share of 5.0%, 4.9%, 4.2% and 3.9% respectively.

USfood products are generally recognized by Hong Kong locals as safe and wholesome, and
therefore have a competitive advantage over other products of Asian origin. Despite this point,
the premium that consumers are willing to pay for a quality product isgmal.USsuppliers

should therefore adopt a more aggressive pricing strategy if they are aiming at Hong Kong and
Macao's mass markets.

CURRENT MARKET OUTLOOK

Shellfish items such as lobster, crab, clam, whelk, scallop and sea urchin have a strorig marke
presence in Hong Kong and are particularly well received by the food services sector, which
prefer higher quality, imported products for their menus. Hotel buffets and Chinese and
Japanese restaurants are major users of these items.

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Ground fish speciegparticularly mackerel, halibut, black cod are widely accepted in Hong Kong.
These products are usually cut in the form of steaks and fillets for sale in the frozen section of
supermarkets and frozen food retail shops. Black cod is also popular in wessésarants.

Fish roe is a common item in Japanese restaurants and supermarkets.

Hong Kong and Macao's salmon market is entirely occupied by Norway's farmed Atlantic
salmon that offer a smooth and fatty taste. When the price and supply of Norway's salmon
not satisfactory, Hong Kong importers will look for substitutiéns.

The demand for higlvalued and popular live seafood in major Asian markets such as Hong
Kong has dropped significantly. High end seafood restaurants selling live seafood in Hong Kong

Singapore and China have been badly affected

Under the curreneconomic downturn, many big companies retrenching their workers, cutting
their entertainment expenses, and slashing employees salaries and bonuses, it is no surprise
that consumers have become wary on spending on expensive food items such as grouper and
other live seafood.

Under the weak economic situation,
consumers are cutting down on extravagant expenditunetuding diningout in expensive
restaurants Hgures from the Bureau Statistics of Hong show that during the Q1 of 2009, total
restaurant sales in the territory recorded around HK$19.9 billion (US$2.55 billion), 2.7% lower
compared to the previous Q4 @008 sales of HK$20.4 billion (US$2.62 bilffd)ring the

period under review the sales at the Chinese restaurants category in Hong Kong, where the bulk
of high value live marine food fish is usually sold, dropped by 7.6% to HK$ 9.4 billion (US$1.21
billion) in 2009.

The change in consumer preference is also seen in the growing demand for freshwater fish
species. Imports of live freshwater fish such as carps increased tremendously last year by 65%
in volume and 117.5% in value compared to the previger, totaling HK$385.5 million

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Restrictions &Regulations

Hong Kong does not have an official standards authority or standardization body producing
official domestic standards. Standards, if applied in Hong Kong are imposed for safety, security,
health and environmental reasons and are essentiallyas international standards and /or
prevailing overseas standards.

IMPORTING MARINE PRODUCTS

Food importers, through close liaison with exporting countries, are responsible for ensuring
marine products they procure comply with the local legislati®imce marine products, being
more liable to bacteriological or chemical contamination in the harvesting zone or handling
process, are considered as higsk food items, Food and Environmental Hygiene Department
strongly encourages importers to obtain hiéatertificates issued by health authorities of
countries of origin to accompany their imports certifying that the marine products concerned
are fit for human consumptiod There is no import or export tax in Hong Kong. If the goods are
meant for reexportto China, import duty and VAT will be imposed.

Presently, it is not a mandatory requirement for all seafood products to be accompanied by a
health certificate, but U.S. products to Hong Kong usually provide health certificates in order to
facilitate cusbms clearance. However, the certificates submitted do not have a standard
attestation and are issued by individual state, since the HKG has not officially requested any
health certification requirements for U.S. seafood products. When a consignment obsleaf
products arrives at entry points in Hong Kong, it may be subject to inspection or sampling.

*|f the importer concerned is not able to present health certificates during inspection, the Center

of Food Safety may take consignment samples for examination before release.

Most of Hong Kong's international traffic arrives at either its airport or at its cargo seaport and
entry is submitted to the Customs & Excise Department at thosations. Shipments arriving
by land from China must have an import/export declaration filed at the border. For air
shipments, customs clearance is initiated by the carrier sending cargo information to C&ED
electronically through the ACCS (Air Cargo @teza System) prior to the arrival of the
aircraft. For shipments arriving by land or sea, manual paperwork is submi@&dED staff will
review the inbound cargo information and assign constraint codes to shipments which are
restricted,prohibited from entry or which are subject to excise duty (Tobacco, Liquors, Methyl
Alcohol, Hydrocarbon Oil).

REQUIRED DOCUMENTS

X Airway Bill or Bill of Landing
0 There are no special requirements; however, whenever other documents such as a
commercial invoice are includeit is important that the name and address of the
foreign importer or exporter and the name and address of the Hong Kong party are
consistent on all shipping and license documents.
X Commercial Invoice
0 Commercial invoices are not required to obtain clea@abut are needed for advance
clearance processing. They are used to identify the different types of licensable
shipments and to contact importers prior to arrival in order to obtain any missing
information or documentation.
X Import Declaration
An import deslaration must be lodged with the Census and Statistics Department for all
shipments after the receipt of the goods but within 14 calendar days of importation. It is
not required for sample shipments valued below HKD 1000, gifts or personal shipments.
Dechration charges are assessed at the rate of HKD 0.5 for the first HKD 46,000 of value

plus HKD 0.25 for each additional HKD 1,000 or part thereof and rounded up to the
nearest 10 cents.
